The Nicene Creed (p. 104) or the Apostles’ Creed (p. 105) may be spoken.

Prayers of Intercession
Each portion of the prayers ends with these or similar words.

OR OR
Lord, in your mercy, ...let us pray. Hear us, O God.
hear our prayer. Have mercy, O God. Your mercy is great.

Response at the conclusion of the prayers of intercession: Amen.

Peace
Response: And also with you. The people may greet one another with a sign of Christ’s
peace and may say Peace be with you or similar words. Then the assembly may be seated.

Meal

An offering is gathered, and the table is set. Assembly song or other music may accompany or
follow the gathering of the offering. After the offering is gathered, the assembly stands. The gifts
may be brought forward. An offering prayer may be said; the assembly responds Amen.

Great Thanksgiving

The Lord be with you.
