Peace
Response: And also with you. The people may greet one another with a sign of Christ’s
peace, and may say Peace be with you or similar words. Then the assembly is seated.

Meal

An offering is gathered, and the table is set. Assembly song or other music may accompany or
Jfollow the gathering of the offering. After the offering is gathered, the assembly stands. The gifts
may be brought forward. An offering prayer may be said; the assembly responds Amen.
